MINUTES
Chairman Roger Spivey called the meeting to order.  He then asked Planner Wes Haskett to call the roll; Roger Spivey, Lia McDaniel, Jack Held, William Holley, Fred Smith, and Jim Leggett were present.  Kathy Williams was absent.
Susanne Stallings, Clerk to the Board of Commissioners was introduced.  She explained her role as County Clerk and how it related to the Planning Board.  She stated that there is a general statute that requires all elected and appointed county officers to take an oath of office.  She then administered the oath of office to the Planning Board members. (Oath attached)
Chairman Spivey then stated that they would elect officers for the positions of Chairman and Vice-Chairman.  

Fred Smith nominated Roger Spivey to serve another term as Chairman.

Roger Spivey nominated Lia McDaniel to serve as Chairman.

Lia McDaniel withdrew her nomination.

Jim Leggett nominated Fred Smith to serve as Chairman.

Fred Smith withdrew the nomination.

Mr. Smith moved that the nominations be closed for the office of Chairman.

Mr. Leggett seconded the motion.  

The motion carried unanimously. (5-0)

Chairman Spivey then called for the vote for the office of Chairman.

Chairman Spivey was elected to serve another term as Chairman by a vote of 5-0.

Chairman Spivey then moved on to the nominations for the position of Vice-Chairman.
Jim Leggett nominated Fred Smith to serve as Vice-Chairman.

Fred Smith withdrew the nomination.

Fred Smith nominated Jim Leggett to serve as Vice-Chairman.

Mr. Smith moved that the nominations be closed for the office of Vice-Chairman.

Mr. Holley seconded the motion.

The motion carried unanimously (5-0).

Chairman Spivey then called for the vote for the office of Vice-Chairman.

Mr. Leggett was elected to serve as Vice-Chairman by a vote of 5-0.

Ms. Stallings stated that this board was not limited to how long members can serve.  She stated that she would contact the board members in May to see if there was an interest in serving another term.
Mr. Haskett and the members of the Planning Board then entered into a workshop session where they discussed the roles and responsibilities of the Chowan County Planning Board.

At the conclusion of the workshop, with there being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
