Mr. Leggett asked Planner Landin Holland to call the roll; Jim Leggett, Mary-Margaret McKinney, Mike Williams and Allen Nixon were present. Joe Ward and Patti Kersey were absent.  
Mr. Leggett asked for any corrections or additions to the meeting minutes of May 17, 2011.

Mr. Nixon moved to approve the minutes as submitted.  Ms. McKinney seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  (4-0)
Mr. Leggett introduced the applications on the agenda, a Special Use Permit Application submitted by United States Cellular to allow new wireless communication antennae at 826 Macedonia Road and a Special Use Permit Application submitted by United States Cellular to allow new wireless communication antennae at 2824 Virginia Road.    

Mr. Holland stated that the person who submitted the applications on behalf of US Cellular, Peter Clement, had requested to be available via speaker phone if there were any questions or concerns rather than attend the meeting in person due to the fact that he was located about ten hours away.  
Mr. Holland stated that both applications were modifications to existing towers.  He stated that the adjoining property owners had been notified of the applications. He that he would address the tower located at 826 Macedonia Road first and then the tower located at 2824 Virginia Road.  

Mr. Holland stated that there would be an installation of five new antennas on the Macedonia Road tower and that he had received engineer sealed drawings and an engineering report outlining that the four new dishes and one new LTE antenna would still be under capacity in terms of load.

Mr. Williams asked if both of the towers were US Cellular towers and if the new antennas were US Cellular antennas.

Mr. Holland stated that was correct.

Mr. Williams asked if there were any drawings showing the towers and proposed modifications.

Mr. Holland presented the drawings that were submitted by the applicant.

Mr. Leggett stated that he didn’t feel that the changes would have any negative impact on the surrounding properties.

Mr. Nixon asked if there had been any response from the adjoining property owner letters.

Mr. Holland stated that there had been no concerns expressed in regards to the application.

Ms. McKinney moved to open the floor to public comment.  Mr. Nixon seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously. (4-0)

There being no public present, Ms. McKinney moved to close the floor to public comment.  Mr. Nixon seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  (4-0)

Ms. McKinney moved to approve the Special Use Permit Application.  Mr. Nixon seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  (4-0)
Mr. Holland then presented the Special Use Permit application for 2824 Virginia Road.  He stated that it was more or less the same situation as the application for the Macedonia Road tower.  He stated that the application located at 2824 Virginia Road was for a modification to the top antenna on the tower.  He presented the drawings submitted with the application and stated that he had spoken with the property owner of the land that the tower was located on and that he had no problems with the application or modification.

Ms. McKinney moved to open the floor to public comment.  Mr. Nixon seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  (4-0)

There being no public present, Mr. Williams moved to close the floor to public comment.  Mr. Nixon seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  (4-0)

Mr. Nixon moved to approve the Special Use Permit application.  Mr. Williams seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  (4-0)
There was some discussion on items that could come before the Board in the near future.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
