Vice-Chairman Jim Leggest called the meeting to ordet and asked for a moment of
silence. He then asked Planner Wes Haskett to call the roll; Fred Smith, Jack Held, Lia
McDaniel, Jim Leggett, and Kathy Williams were present. Roger Spivey and William
Holley were absent.

Mr. Leggett noted the first item on the agenda, Sketch Plan review of the Revell’s Cove
Subdivision. He stated that the applicant wants the Planniug Board to review the plan 20
he can make any changes necded before he comes back for final review. He stated that
there are fifteen lots with the majority being just a little leas than an acre. He asked Mr.
Haskett for any additionsl information that needed to be covered.

Mr. Haskett stated that all the lot sizes are 25,000 square feet or more and that the
property is zoned R-25, Residential. He stated that all of the Jot widths were over 100
feet which satisfies the minimum lot width requirerent. He stated that Staff does not
have issues with the site plan as currently shown. He stated that Athol Lane was a private
road and that the applicant would have to establish an agreement with the owner of the
road prior to final plat approval.

Ms. Williams asked if County water would be suppliod to the development.

Mr. Haskett stated that the plan had not gone to TRC yet, so the Water Department had
not reviewed, but that would be need to be addressed.

Ms. Williams asked if that was a six inch line.

Mr. Famis stated that it was & six inch line down to that point; from there it is a two inch
line.

Ms. Williams asked if the road leading into the development would be paved.

Mr. Fartis stated that if the development was approved, a road that met DOT standards
would be installed throughout the development.

Mr. Leggett asked if that was a DOT road.

Mr. Haskett said that he had spoken with Darrick Lee with DOT and that he had stated
that DOT does not own that road, it is privately owned by Jack Habit.

Mr. Farris stated that the applicant, Willett Revell Jr., had hired an attorney to work out
all the details for the development, including the access roads,

Mr. Smith asked who the adjoining propesty owners were.

Mr. Farris stated that they were Fred Spruill and Robert Basnight.

Mr. Held asked if a perc test had been performed.

Mr. Farris stated that the Health Department had done that and it had passed.
Ms. Williams asked if wetlands were involved.

Mr. Famis answered yes, there were wetlands in the rear and the Army Corps of
Engineers had been out and reviewed it.
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Mr. Farris stated that they had to research the entire road. He stated that all the tracts of
land on that road seem to stop at the right of way.

Mr. Leggett stated that it looked OK and that it was wise to bring it before the Board for
review at this point.

Mr. Leggett then noted the next items on the agenda, Case No. CC TA-08-02: A
request from Chowan County to amend the Chowan County Zoning Ordinance;
Article VII, to revise language in Section 7.02, k
Reguirements and Review and recommendation on the adoption of the adjusted
Flood Insurance Rate Maps for Chowan County.

Mr. Haskett read the staff report into the record. (Attached)

Kent Pierce, Flood Plain Administrator, gave a background of the flood maps and their
changes,

Mr. Smith asked if anything had changed drastically.

Mr. Pietce stated that the ouly line the he was aware of that changed significantly was on
the Pasquotank River Basin side in the Tyner area, mainly Bill Mond's farmland. He
stated that the Arrowhead/Chowan Beach waterfront where there were high cliffs that
was previously in a flood zone is now not shown to be in a flood zone because of the high
cliffs & hills.

Mr. Held asked how the change would affect Mr. Mond’s land.

Mr. Pierce stated that as long as it remained farmland, it would not affect him at all. Ifhe
chooses to develop it in the future there would be criteria he would have to meet as far as
elevations and things of that nature.
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Mi. Held scconded the motion.
The motion carried unanimously (5-0).

Ms. McDaniel moved to recommend approval of the adjusted Flood Insurance Rate Maps
for Chowan County.

Mr. Haskett read the staff report into the record. (Attached)

Mark Powell, with the Natural Resources Conservation Service, stated that he was the
liaison for the Albemarle Resource Conservation and Development Council and would be
speaking on behalf of the application.

He stated that they have put in specific language
addressing the process for reviewing jnitial plans and also approving plans because the
process was not really defined. He stated that the current language does not address
water management issues. He stated that the state plans recommend retention ponds and
swalubutthmhedﬁnksthmomuwmdweﬂandsmmmeﬁ‘ecﬁwmdthntheywould
like to see constructed wetlands used more.

an important part of the drainage management analysis. He stated that it also states that a

finished floors must be based on this analysis. He stated that it was critical to be able to
tell people, when they build a house, where the water level would be in the event of a 100
year storm.

Ms. McDaniel stated that she thought that wetlands were very important. She stated that
it has concerned her in the past when developers have lots backed right up to the
wetlands. She asked how they could be sure that the people would not do anything with
those wetlands.

Mr. Powell stated that they agreed with that and that they attempted to address that issue
in the new language proposed for Article 5, Section 10F, in the next to last paragraph. He
stated that he also thought that Article 8, Section 6, number 11 was important to address

the acquisition of legal agreements.

Scott Alons, with the Soil & Water District, stated that he would like to review drainage
plans at sketch plan review. He stated that developers think that they have all that they
need when they get State Stormwater Penmit.

Ms. Williams stated that she thought that a lot of good things were in this document.

Ms. McDaniel stated that the liked the proposed changes in language.

Ms. Williams moved to recommend approval for the request from Chowan County to
amend the Chowan County Subdivision Ordinance; Article V, to revise language in
Section 10.0, Stormwater Management Standards; and to Article VIII, to revise language
in Section 6.0, Stonmwater Management Plans.

Ms. McDaniels seconded the motion.

Mr. Haskett then stated that there were two vacancies on the Board that had not been
filled. He stated that the County Clerk had informed him that they planned to schedule a
special Human Resources Committee meeting in order to address the appointments and
that they hope to have new appointments at the September Commissioners Mecting.
