Mr. Leggett asked Planner Landin Holland to call the roll; Jim Leggett, Patti Kersey, Allen Nixon, Lou Sarratt, Bobby Winborne and Mike Williams were present. Mary-Margaret McKinney was absent.     

Mr. Leggett asked for any additions or corrections to the minutes of the March 19, 2013 meeting.  

Mr. Nixon moved that the minutes be approved as submitted.  Mr. Winborne seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  (6-0)

Mr. Holland issued the oath to all who wished to speak on behalf of the vested rights request from Sandy Point, LLC.

Mr. Holland introduced the vested rights request and explained what that entailed and what it would mean if the request was granted. (attached in the agenda summary report)

Sam Young spoke on behalf of Sandy Point, LLC.  He gave a brief history of the Sandy Point project.  He stated that all the permits that he had obtained were current except their County permit which expired at the end of January 2013.  He stated that everything depended upon him renewing the CAMA permit at the end of 2013 and the Corp of Engineers permit which terminates at the end of 2013.  He stated that the Corps permit has expired once before and that they have made theirs match the State’s so that they both end on December 31, 2013.  He stated that they would like to have their County permit match the State & Corp permits and have it end on the same date.  He stated that they would like to get something moving within the next two years.  He described what work they have done so far on the project and what work they were proposing to do in the future.  
Ms. Kersey asked if the same group of developers were still working on the project.  

Mr. Young stated that the main developers were Andres Duany & himself but that it was basically the same group.

Ms. Kersey asked if they planned any deviation from the previously approved plans.

Mr. Young stated that he was just asking to extend what was already approved right now but that there may be some changes in the future which he would need to come back and get approval for.  

Mr. Williams asked who the report on sea grass was submitted to at the end of the study to be completed in August.

Mr. Young stated that it would be submitted to the Corp of Engineers for their review.

Mr. Williams asked if the future of the project hinged on that decision.

Mr. Young stated that he did not foresee any problems with the study or with the Corp of Engineers review.  He explained what they have been doing and documenting in the study for the past five years.  He stated that if the last two monitorings were consistent with the previous monitorings the study should turn out fine.

There was some discussion on how the project would be developed in different stages.
Ms. Kersey asked if Mr. Young if he planned to continue being involved in the project once it was completed.
Mr. Young stated that he planned on still being involved with the project.

Mr. Nixon asked Mr. Young if he planned on building the homes himself or using local builders.

Mr. Young stated that more than likely would have to joint venture with someone to build the homes.  He stated that they would work with local realtors but that his company wanted to control the sales.
Mr. Sarratt stated that he felt that getting the downtown area developed and having multiple types of housing available was the key to the success of this project.

Mr. Young stated that was absolutely correct.  

Mr. Sarratt asked how the neighborhood would be regulated.  He asked if there would be a property owner’s association.

Mr. Young stated that there would be a master homeowner’s association that would take care of the larger piece.  He stated that there would be a very sophisticated arrangement made.  He stated that he has some lawyers that would be drawing up the paperwork detailing how the project would be regulated.

Mr. Leggett asked for any further discussion. (there was none)

Ms. Kersey moved to approve the vested rights request to extend through December 31, 2015.  Mr. Sarratt seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  (6-0)

Mr. Holland gave an update on the cleanup effort out in Chowan and Arrowhead Beach.  He stated that they collected about eight tons of trash and debris from the area during the cleanup.  He stated that the County was trying to form some kind of third party entity to keep the area cleaned up and have a community clean up once or twice a year.  

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
